A Proclamation

Americans have always loved the flowers with which God decorates our land. More often than any other flower, we hold the rose dear as the
symbol of life and love and devotion, of beauty and eternity. For the love of man and woman, for the love of mankind and God, for the love of country,
Americans who would speak the language of the heart do so with a rose.

We see proofs of this everywhere. The study of fossils reveals that the rose has existed in America for age upon age. We have always cultivated roses in
our gardens. Our first President, George Washington, bred roses, and a variety he named after his mother is still grown today. The White House itself
boasts a beautiful Rose Garden. We grow roses in all our fifty States. We find roses throughout our art, music, and literature. We decorate our celebrations

and parades with roses. Most of all, we present roses to those we love, and we lavish them on our altars, our civil shrines, and the final resting places of our

honored dead.

The American people have long held a special place in their hearts for roses. Let us continue to cherish them, to honor the love and devotion they repre-
sent, and to bestow them on all we love just as God has bestowed them on us.

The Congress, by Senate Joint Resolution 159, has designated the rose as the National Floral Emblem of the United States and authorized and requested
the President to issue a proclamation declaring this fact.

Now, Therefore, I, Ronald Reagan, President of the United States of America, do hereby proclaim the rose as the National Floral Emblem of the United
States of America.

In Witness Whereof, I have hereunto set my hand this twentieth day of November, in the year of our Lord nineteen hundred and eighty-six and of the
Independence of the United States of America the two hundred and eleventh.

I find it wonderful how all the stress of trying to keep the Rose bushes alive during the summer just
seems to melt away when the beautiful fall blooms begin to open. This year was no exception as we
were able to share the blooms at the State Fair — those who chose to take some! In September as we
look at the few dead bushes we wonder why we do it, but now, as those that survived, come back to life
we know why we do it. For the love of roses.

This month in your Rose garden you should primarily be deadheading and taking a few blooms into the
house to enjoy. While you are out in the garden begin making notes on which bushes need moving, I still
have a few small bushes hidden behind others; and which bushes need spade pruning, | have lost a few
and have some that got severely stressed during the summer. Now that you have identified space for
new roses you need to make a point of visiting other Rose growers gardens - to share rose growing tips
- but most of all, to experience bushes that you do not have and definitely need to purchase. Our Rose
Garden Tour is perfectly times on Sunday 13" November.

We also have FIVE other special occasions coming up to rub shoulders with other Rose Growers and
ideal opportunities to see blooms looking their absolute finest. We have the Glendale Rose Society Gar-
den Tour on Sat Nov 12", Our MEVRS Rose Show on Sat Nov 19", the West Valley / Sun City Rose Show
on Sat Nov 26", The All Arizona Rose Banquet Sat Dec 3" and the Phoenix Rose Society Holiday Tea on
Dec 4". | take my roses to the shows because without my roses being there then the “good” roses
would not look so good! |1 enjoy placing my not so perfect roses into arrangements - it is easier to hide
their imperfections! If you have never shown a rose before, consider bringing a few blooms (do not take
the leaves off the stems) and we will help you prepare them and submit them - you may be surprised
and win a ribbon.

We have a very special treat this year at the All Arizona Societies Banquet with Tommy Cairns as the
guest speaker. Tommy’s was the 50" president of the American Rose Society, he holds judging creden-
tials both in the Royal National Rose Society of Great Britain and the American Rose Society. Tommy
has won many awards for his involvement in roses, including the Dean Hole Medal by the Royal National
Rose Society, regarded as the top award in the rose world, and the ARS Gold Honor Medal. At his home,
he enjoys almost 1,000 award-winning rose bushes.

The price of the banquet may seem expensive for a lunch but - consider it an early dinner and it fits into
the regular budget. Where else will you get the opportunity to have a great meal, meet rose growers
from other parts of our state to share stories and ideas, and then listen to a dynamic presentation.

MEVRS Rose Show set up and take down.

ALL HANDS needed Friday 18" Nov at 4:00pm to help setup and again Saturday 19" Nov at 3:00pm to
help take down. If you are a little late we will still put you to work! With a good showing we can be done
both days by 6:30pm. Come to the Clock Tower - Student Center - at the center of MCC Campus. There
are jobs for all - even jobs where you can sit down to. We often get a good crew for setup as everyone is
excited for a good show, but we also need a good crew at take down (when everyone is exhausted) - it
makes it go quicker.




One of my favorite roses is Sunstruck. It is an Apricot gold blend with a yellow
reverse. The edges of the petals are an apricot orange. The blooms are very
large, four One to five inches across, it has approximately 30 petals. It has dark
green leaves that frame the rose beautifully. The rose has that nice high center
that exhibitors love. It is also a wonderful cutting rose, with nice long straight

stems. Or if you want just a nice apricot rose for the garden, this is it.

We have about 30 of these roses in the Rose Garden at Mesa Community College
and they are just stunning when they are blooming. | have seen them exhibited
in the Rose Shows as a single stem, cycle of bloom, rose bowls and six of them

in an English box and they are always showy.

It loves our heat and the color stays throughout the summer months. If you
would like to add a Hybrid tea to your garden this year, | recommend this one.

The parentage is Sunset Celebration and (Voodoo x seedling). It also has a mod-

erate fruity fragrance.




ROSE CARE CORNER for November

November Rose Care

The lingering summer heat has certainly been hard on the roses. To help our roses
produce those beautiful fall blooms, we need to be attentive to our fall rose care.

Fertilizing: You can continue to fertilize until around Nov. 20" and finish with a 2
rate application right after Thanksgiving. Use a water-soluble fertilizer such as
Miracle Gro or Magnum Grow. If you prefer a granular product, many are using Ari-
zona’s Best Citrus Food or Arizona Best Rose Food. Follow the recommended rate
for application. To help improve the size and color of the blooms, mix fish emulsion
at the rate of One Tablespoon per gallon of water. Apply one gallon of mixture to
large rose bushes and 'z gallon to miniatures and roses in pots every two weeks
during October and November. Remember: Water before and after you fertilize.

Watering: As temperatures start to drop, you can adjust your watering schedule

accordingly.

Spraying: With the return of cool nights and warm days, you may see powdery mil-
dew appearing on your roses. Use a fungicide to prevent and or control powdery
mildew. Thrips will invade the buds on your roses and cause brown edge damage
to the petals. Start spritzing the buds as soon as they are pea sized. By not spray-
ing the whole plant you will avoid killing the beneficial insects you have in your
garden. For small gardens you can purchase a premixed product called Bayer Ad-
vanced Rose & Flower Insect Killer. (make sure it lists the ingredient, imidaclo-
prid) on the label. For large gardens you can purchase Captain Jack Dead Bug con-
centrate and mix according to directions. | have found this product at Berridge
Nursery. When mixing a concentrate, add 1 teaspoon of Spreader Sticker to your
water first and then add your product. The spreader sticker helps with the reten-

tion and distribution of the product.

MEVRS holds their 55" annual Rose Show on November 19*. | encourage you to
take a few of your roses and or photos of your roses and enter them in the show.
The show schedule can be found on the MEVRS website. If you are in the need to
replace roses that died from our summer heat, it’s a great opportunity to see dif-

ferent varieties of roses that grow well in our area.
